This particular episode, produced in 2008, is a commemorative tribute to the great master of Greek Theatre, Karolos Koun, marking one hundred years since his birth and twenty-one years since his death.

Today, theatre enthusiasts feel a pressing need, more than ever, to remember the principles and values of the Art Theatre, which Koun created.

The program has meticulously gathered frame by frame, word by word, his living presence. In the forty-two moving images featured, we see the character of his persona, his passion for art, and his wisdom. We follow him in his home, at his school with his students, during rehearsals in Epidaurus, and especially in the underground theatre at Stoa Orfeos, where the foundations of theatrical education for many generations were laid. Thousands of people felt the magic and poetry of true theatre there.

Most of the moving images come from the last 25 years of his life, and a significant portion of these were filmed by Mimis Kougioumtzis, who felt the need and duty to record his mentor on film.

The program features brief but meaningful interviews with Giannis Tsarouchis, Manos Hadjidakis, and Iakovos Kampanelis, who speak very personally about Koun and the decisive impact he had on the creation of their own works.

“Alexandras Avenue: A Stadium Remembers, from the Asia Minor Catastrophe to Wembley” 
The stadium on Alexandras Avenue, also known as the Panathinaikos Stadium, is a place that transcends its purely athletic function—and even its collective identity as a football ground.

For many decades it was the most modern stadium in Greece, associated above all with Panathinaikos, but also, to a great extent, with the Greek national team, as well as with Olympiakos and AEK whenever they lacked a home ground. Situated in the very center of the city, it emerged as a hub, a gathering place, and a site of action with meanings that went far beyond sport.

From its very construction, the stadium intersected with the history of Greece. Refugees from Asia Minor, with nowhere else to go, settled in the half-built stands. After two years of heated disputes, they were finally granted housing across the street in the new refugee apartments, freeing up the site.

In 1929, the Greek national team played its first match there against Fascist Italy, with Mussolini’s daughter, Edda, present in the stands. During the war, the ground was turned into a hospital. In the Occupation that followed, Italians and Germans played matches against each other with trophies stolen from Panathinaikos’ collection—while, under the occupiers’ noses, brave men gathered secretly in a room of the stadium to listen to the BBC. In 1944, four days before Liberation, the Greek flag was raised illegally for the first time during the Occupation on the stadium’s mast—even as resistance fighters were being tortured across the street, in Averoff Prison.

At the end of 1945 and the beginning of 1946, two massive rallies of EAM were held in the stadium, demanding a return to normalcy in a last attempt to avoid civil war. In 1948, in the midst of the conflict, a match of historic symbolism was staged: Olympiakos versus the “Makronisos XI,” a team made up of outstanding footballers imprisoned on the island as communists. The stadium overflowed with people who seized the chance to see, even from a distance, their loved ones. Across the street, in Averoff, condemned members of the resistance awaited execution. The Makronisos XI defeated Olympiakos 2–1, with a goal by Giorgos Darivas—ironically, Olympiakos’ own star player.

In 1953, during the Greece–Israel match, the first organized labor action by Greek footballers took place. In 1964, enraged Panathinaikos and Olympiakos fans, convinced that their derby was rigged, set fire to the stadium. In 1967, just four days before the coup, the historic Rolling Stones concert ended abruptly under police pressure. And in 1971, in an atmosphere of Dionysian ecstasy, Panathinaikos defeated Red Star Belgrade and advanced to Wembley.

These are just some of the episodes and human stories explored in this first installment, accompanied by narration, extremely rare audiovisual and photographic material, and eyewitness accounts: from Panathinaikos’ great leader of the 1940s and ’50s, Giannis Papantoniou; from the legendary duo Mimis Domazos and Antonis Antoniadis; and from musician and journalist Thodoros Manikas.

A program that traces athletic, social, political, historical—and above all human—memory, with the historic stadium as its focal point.

"M. Karagatsis" 
(Tribute to M. Karagatsis, who passed away on 14 September 1960)

The subject of this episode of the documentary series “Greek Writers And Their Times” is the life and work of the Generation of the ’30s author M. Karagatsis (Dimitris Rodopoulos, 1908–1960).
The documentary presents biographical details about the writer, information on his origins and his family background, the places where he lived and which influenced him, as well as the story behind his literary pseudonym. His works are showcased with an emphasis on their characters and plots, beginning with the short story Mrs. Nitsa—his literary debut in 1927—and highlighting the landmark novels Junker (Giougkerman) and The Great Chimera.
At the same time, writers Kostas Mourselas and Vangelis Goufas, theatre professor and critic Kostas Georgousopoulos, and Marina Karagatsi, the author’s daughter, comment on his personal style, recurring themes, and the qualities that define his significance.
The documentary also refers to M. Karagatsis’ professional career as an advertising executive at the ADELL agency (1952), as well as his involvement in politics and his candidacy with the Progressive Party in 1956 and 1958.
Rich photographic and archival material accompanies the narration, including a clip from the feature film Raid in the Aegean (Katadromi sto Aigaion), written and directed by Karagatsis himself. The program also features excerpts from a recorded radio interview with the author, along with readings from his works.

At the same time, tourist-friendly records featuring hits like "The Children of Piraeus" (Ta paidia tou Peiraia) and "Zorba" helped Greek music captivate international audiences. On the popular music scene, Stratos Dionysiou and Vicky Mosholiou reigned supreme, while pop and rock began to gain traction with bands such as the Olympians, Poll, and Socrates.

A tour of the Raisin Museum is a journey through time. Kostis meets the "Achaeans", the local association, and discovers beautiful stories about their music, songs, feasts and of course their customs and traditions. "Oraia Aigiotissa", for example, is a song that encapsulates the musical culture of the place. As well as "Na ‘moun elia sta Salona kai klima sti Vostitsa".

We balance between yesterday and today, through the narratives of Foteini and Eleni; two people, two eras. Kostis then visits the "Workshop of Musical Instruments" in Aigio, with the rare collection of Dionysis Papadimitriou. Pinelopi tells us about the theater group and Giorgos shows us around the sports facilities of the village. In the Taxiarches Monastery we meet priests Ierotheos and Gervasios. Finally, the women of Avythos cook and tell delicious stories about their feasts, tastes, celebrations and everyday life.

The Antonopoulos family—parents (Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki), the sharp-witted grandmother Hermione (Yvonne Maltezou), their eldest daughter (Erifyli Kitzoglou), their teenage son (Dimitris Kapouranis), and Aunt Nana (Jenny Theona)—welcome the brand-new black-and-white television into their home in July 1969, on Angelos’ eighth birthday.

Through Angelos’ voice, we don’t just revisit the story of Greek television (and of ERT itself); we also follow, night after night, how the Greek family evolved: from dictatorship to the restoration of democracy, and on to the 1980s. They thrived in the heartlands of the Greek diaspora and, through their generous benefactions, supported the newly founded Greek state—its national center—as well as their places of origin. They built strong communities in Alexandria, Odessa, Vienna, Nizhyn, Livorno, Marseille, Constantinople, and beyond. They forged networks, dominated trade and financial exchanges. Astute, innovative, daring, resourceful, and deeply patriotic, they belonged to a cosmopolitan bourgeoisie that traversed the vast borders of three great empires of their time, in pursuit of opportunity, trade routes—and the wealth that comes with bold journeys to unknown cities, foreign cultures, and different faiths.

The National Benefactors—the Great Benefactors—constitute a vital, albeit relatively underappreciated, chapter of modern Greek history. The Zosimas Brothers, Kaplannis, Arsakis, the Zappas Brothers, Dombolis, Sinas, Tositsas, Stournaris, Averoff, the Benakis, Choremis family, Maraslis, Varvakis, Syngros, Pantos, Harokopos, Aiginetis, and many others left behind a monumental legacy—shaping the capital of the modern Greek state, their native Ioannina, and the cities where they lived and prospered. They made education their foremost priority. They funded schools, churches, girls’ academies, libraries, soup kitchens, hospitals. They believed in and actively supported national rebirth. They championed the Enlightenment. And in a later phase—after the establishment of the modern Greek state—their donations extended beyond education. They contributed to vital infrastructure, to correctional institutions, to the care of the impoverished. To the pursuit of civic modernization. To the advancement of culture. The lives and journeys of these benefactors—lives rich in adventure and vision—become a magnifying lens through which we may reread and rediscover the modern history of Hellenism.

This is the aim of the new ERT documentary series, “Diaspora – Communities – Benefactors: From me to the we”. A true investigation in depth into the revealing, often overlooked, chapter of Greek Benefaction. From the 18th century through the collapse of empires, into the era of emerging nation-states, through the postwar years and into the age of modern institutional philanthropy. The series is directed by journalist and award-winning filmmaker Nikos Megrelis, with the script and journalistic research undertaken by Erifili Maroniti, a journalist specializing in culture, networking, and institutional development. Matoula-Sideri Tomara, Associate Professor at Panteion University, serves as the series’ academic advisor. The camera journeys through the once-thriving Greek communities of Odessa, Alexandria, Vienna, Bucharest, Nizhyn, and Constantinople, capturing the legacy of major benefactions that still endure in those places—while unearthing documented evidence and previously unknown archival material.

The series engages in conversation with the few surviving descendants of great benefactor families. It seeks the living thread of Hellenism in the present. Each episode unfolds with a focus on a single central figure. The narrative begins by exploring the broader historical and social landscape in which the benefactor emerged—his place of origin, his often unpredictable migrations, the cities he settled in. It strays, at times, into the lives and events that played a pivotal role—many of them until now unknown. It traces and reveals Greek roots and distant ancestries behind foreign-sounding names—now altered—of renowned figures in global culture and economy. The series follows the remarkable ascent of these benefactors, both socially and economically. It sheds light on the communities that shaped them, the obstacles they faced, and the unexpected turns of their adventurous lives—where the collective meets the individual, and the personal journey mirrors the national struggle for statehood, identity, and consciousness.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

What would Athens, what would Ioannina, and so many other cities be without their Benefactors? Could it be that modern Greek history holds radiant chapters of education, thought, and enlightenment in centuries and eras we have yet to fully imagine? Could it be that the Greeks are the people with the most far-reaching diaspora?


"Georgios Averoff" 
Episode: 7 
An emblematic figure among Greece’s National Benefactors, Georgios Averoff, takes center stage in the 7th episode of the documentary series “Diaspora – Communities – Benefaction. From Me to We.”

The life journey of the great Metsovite leads us into the fascinating world of the Greeks of Egypt.

Journalist and director Nikos Megrelis and journalist and screenwriter Erifyli Maroniti explore the legacy of the great benefactors, whose endowments in Cairo and Alexandria remain alive and functioning nearly two centuries later. They search for the secret of the land of the Nile—a land that made generations of Greeks feel it was their second homeland. At the same time, they speak with historians and researchers about the expectations that the newly founded Greek state placed on the flourishing Greek community of Egypt.

Georgios Averoff—who lived modestly and devoutly but gave generously—embodied the tradition of the Epirote diaspora and summed up the vision of a Greece that was developed, modern, and strong intellectually, culturally, economically, and nationally. Thanks to his financial support, the Royal School of Arts was completed (later the National Technical University of Athens). The battleship he funded wrote some of the most glorious chapters of Greek history, and his art collection laid the foundation for the cultural treasure now displayed at the National Gallery.

Born in 1818 into a family of stockbreeders, he fulfilled his mother’s wish “to turn into gold whatever soil he touched” when he emigrated to Cairo in 1840 and turned to commerce. After thriving in business for 20 years, he moved to Alexandria, where he gave new life to the Greek community—paying off its immense debts and leading it as president for fourteen years, until his death in 1899.

Averoff never returned to Greece. As revealed by the research of Megrelis and Maroniti, he was disheartened by the reluctance of Greek politicians to stabilize the economy, organize the state, and pursue reforms. Instead, the seed of educational reform in Greece was planted in 1930 by Evangelos Papanoutsos, in the fertile educational environment Averoff had created in Alexandria.

The documentary takes us to the places shaped by Averoff’s generosity and records testimonies: in his homeland, churches, schools, and works of everyday life; in Athens, the complex of the Hellenic Army Academy, the Averoff Juvenile Correctional Facility, the marble cladding of the Panathenaic Stadium for the 1896 Olympics, and his scholarship legacy at the Athens Conservatory; and in his “second homeland,” the Averoff Girls’ School (today the Alexandria branch of the Hellenic Foundation for Culture) and the Hospital of Saint Sophronios.

Following the traces of the once-thriving Greek community, Megrelis and Maroniti wander through the bustling, colorful Cairo of today, leaf through archives, and record testimonies about the benefactions of the Greeks of Egypt: the Ambetios School of Georgios, Raphael, and Ananias Ambet; the Spetseropouleion Foundation of Georgios P. Spetseropoulos; the Achillopouleion School of Evangelos K. Achillopoulos; and the Monastery and Church of Saint George.

The documentary lens captures experiences from a time of mutual respect and natural courtesy between peoples in the land of the Nile. It also delves into history within the offices and meeting rooms of the Greek Embassy in Cairo, where the exiled Greek government took refuge until the liberation of Greece from the Germans.

Through the series “Herbs, Fruits of the Earth” we travel across Greece, meeting the people who cultivate, harvest, and often process herbs and fruits of the land with passion and persistence.
The program focuses on a more natural and healthy way of living, as well as on the documented study of herbs and fruits, under the scientific guidance of Dr. Eleni Maloupa, Director of the Institute of Plant Breeding and Genetic Resources of the Hellenic Agricultural Organization DEMETER.
From Epirus to Crete, from the mountain peaks to the sea coasts, we walk through fields, forests, and pathways—guided by our love for nature and science—confirming once again the words of Hippocrates: “Let food be your medicine and medicine be your food.”


“From Jamaica and Mexico… to Crete” 
Episode: 17 
This week we travel to Chania and visit the Institute of Olive, Subtropical Plants and Viticulture.
At this research center, we find the most complete collection of citrus fruits in Greece. Among them is the grapefruit, or botryokarpos, which arrived from Jamaica.
In the institute’s experimental fields with their distinctive subtropical crops, we encounter pecans, macadamias, mangoes—and also the avocado, known locally as the “butter tree.” Although originally from Mexico, the avocado has been cultivated in Crete for 45 years, as the island’s subtropical climate (mild winters, hot summers, high humidity) favors its production.

They thrived in the heartlands of the Greek diaspora and, through their generous benefactions, supported the newly founded Greek state—its national center—as well as their places of origin. They built strong communities in Alexandria, Odessa, Vienna, Nizhyn, Livorno, Marseille, Constantinople, and beyond. They forged networks, dominated trade and financial exchanges. Astute, innovative, daring, resourceful, and deeply patriotic, they belonged to a cosmopolitan bourgeoisie that traversed the vast borders of three great empires of their time, in pursuit of opportunity, trade routes—and the wealth that comes with bold journeys to unknown cities, foreign cultures, and different faiths.

The National Benefactors—the Great Benefactors—constitute a vital, albeit relatively underappreciated, chapter of modern Greek history. The Zosimas Brothers, Kaplannis, Arsakis, the Zappas Brothers, Dombolis, Sinas, Tositsas, Stournaris, Averoff, the Benakis, Choremis family, Maraslis, Varvakis, Syngros, Pantos, Harokopos, Aiginetis, and many others left behind a monumental legacy—shaping the capital of the modern Greek state, their native Ioannina, and the cities where they lived and prospered. They made education their foremost priority. They funded schools, churches, girls’ academies, libraries, soup kitchens, hospitals. They believed in and actively supported national rebirth. They championed the Enlightenment. And in a later phase—after the establishment of the modern Greek state—their donations extended beyond education. They contributed to vital infrastructure, to correctional institutions, to the care of the impoverished. To the pursuit of civic modernization. To the advancement of culture. The lives and journeys of these benefactors—lives rich in adventure and vision—become a magnifying lens through which we may reread and rediscover the modern history of Hellenism.

This is the aim of the new ERT documentary series, “Diaspora – Communities – Benefactors: From me to the we”. A true investigation in depth into the revealing, often overlooked, chapter of Greek Benefaction. From the 18th century through the collapse of empires, into the era of emerging nation-states, through the postwar years and into the age of modern institutional philanthropy. The series is directed by journalist and award-winning filmmaker Nikos Megrelis, with the script and journalistic research undertaken by Erifili Maroniti, a journalist specializing in culture, networking, and institutional development. Matoula-Sideri Tomara, Associate Professor at Panteion University, serves as the series’ academic advisor. The camera journeys through the once-thriving Greek communities of Odessa, Alexandria, Vienna, Bucharest, Nizhyn, and Constantinople, capturing the legacy of major benefactions that still endure in those places—while unearthing documented evidence and previously unknown archival material.

The series engages in conversation with the few surviving descendants of great benefactor families. It seeks the living thread of Hellenism in the present. Each episode unfolds with a focus on a single central figure. The narrative begins by exploring the broader historical and social landscape in which the benefactor emerged—his place of origin, his often unpredictable migrations, the cities he settled in. It strays, at times, into the lives and events that played a pivotal role—many of them until now unknown. It traces and reveals Greek roots and distant ancestries behind foreign-sounding names—now altered—of renowned figures in global culture and economy. The series follows the remarkable ascent of these benefactors, both socially and economically. It sheds light on the communities that shaped them, the obstacles they faced, and the unexpected turns of their adventurous lives—where the collective meets the individual, and the personal journey mirrors the national struggle for statehood, identity, and consciousness.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

What would Athens, what would Ioannina, and so many other cities be without their Benefactors? Could it be that modern Greek history holds radiant chapters of education, thought, and enlightenment in centuries and eras we have yet to fully imagine? Could it be that the Greeks are the people with the most far-reaching diaspora?


"Georgios Averoff" 
Episode: 7 
An emblematic figure among Greece’s National Benefactors, Georgios Averoff, takes center stage in the 7th episode of the documentary series “Diaspora – Communities – Benefaction. From Me to We.”

The life journey of the great Metsovite leads us into the fascinating world of the Greeks of Egypt.

Journalist and director Nikos Megrelis and journalist and screenwriter Erifyli Maroniti explore the legacy of the great benefactors, whose endowments in Cairo and Alexandria remain alive and functioning nearly two centuries later. They search for the secret of the land of the Nile—a land that made generations of Greeks feel it was their second homeland. At the same time, they speak with historians and researchers about the expectations that the newly founded Greek state placed on the flourishing Greek community of Egypt.

Georgios Averoff—who lived modestly and devoutly but gave generously—embodied the tradition of the Epirote diaspora and summed up the vision of a Greece that was developed, modern, and strong intellectually, culturally, economically, and nationally. Thanks to his financial support, the Royal School of Arts was completed (later the National Technical University of Athens). The battleship he funded wrote some of the most glorious chapters of Greek history, and his art collection laid the foundation for the cultural treasure now displayed at the National Gallery.

Born in 1818 into a family of stockbreeders, he fulfilled his mother’s wish “to turn into gold whatever soil he touched” when he emigrated to Cairo in 1840 and turned to commerce. After thriving in business for 20 years, he moved to Alexandria, where he gave new life to the Greek community—paying off its immense debts and leading it as president for fourteen years, until his death in 1899.

Averoff never returned to Greece. As revealed by the research of Megrelis and Maroniti, he was disheartened by the reluctance of Greek politicians to stabilize the economy, organize the state, and pursue reforms. Instead, the seed of educational reform in Greece was planted in 1930 by Evangelos Papanoutsos, in the fertile educational environment Averoff had created in Alexandria.

The documentary takes us to the places shaped by Averoff’s generosity and records testimonies: in his homeland, churches, schools, and works of everyday life; in Athens, the complex of the Hellenic Army Academy, the Averoff Juvenile Correctional Facility, the marble cladding of the Panathenaic Stadium for the 1896 Olympics, and his scholarship legacy at the Athens Conservatory; and in his “second homeland,” the Averoff Girls’ School (today the Alexandria branch of the Hellenic Foundation for Culture) and the Hospital of Saint Sophronios.

Following the traces of the once-thriving Greek community, Megrelis and Maroniti wander through the bustling, colorful Cairo of today, leaf through archives, and record testimonies about the benefactions of the Greeks of Egypt: the Ambetios School of Georgios, Raphael, and Ananias Ambet; the Spetseropouleion Foundation of Georgios P. Spetseropoulos; the Achillopouleion School of Evangelos K. Achillopoulos; and the Monastery and Church of Saint George.

The documentary lens captures experiences from a time of mutual respect and natural courtesy between peoples in the land of the Nile. It also delves into history within the offices and meeting rooms of the Greek Embassy in Cairo, where the exiled Greek government took refuge until the liberation of Greece from the Germans.
