10:30  |   Once Again, I Became One with My Homeland - Odysseas Elytis  (R)    

In this episode, the poet Odysseas Elytis talks about his life and work shortly after being awarded the Nobel Prize in Literature (1979). His narrative begins with information about his origins, the places where he lived and which influenced him, as well as the origin of his name. he also recounts how his first poems were published in 1935 in the magazine "Ta Nea Grammata".
He then explains his familiarity with the sea and refers to the influence of seascapes and the Aegean aesthetic on his poetry. He also mentions his early poetic works "Prosanatolismoi" and "Ilios o protos".
He discuses his connection to Surrealism, although he was never purely a surrealist poet, and how he was able, through the influences of that movement, without appearing as a mere landscape painter, to reconstruct the Greek landscape. He also refers to the poets of the 1930s generation, particularly the help he received from Andreas Empeirikos and Giorgos Seferis.

He clarifies his understanding of “Greekness” and “transparency,” concepts central to his poetry. He provides his personal interpretation of Greekness, expressing his concerns about the danger facing Greek tradition in contemporary society. He explains the significance of the Aegean and the Cycladic islands as bearers of Greek culture with a continuous historical trajectory, a space that shaped his poetic vision. He also speaks about lyrical poetry, particularly the poet Sappho.

Special mention is made of Dionysios Solomos, whose poetic tradition he considers himself part of. He also refers to Alexandros Papadiamantis and his work, explaining his own aim to combine the naturalistic tradition he inherited from the Aeolians with the sanctity of Orthodoxy, reaching, as he says, a level of sanctification of the senses.

Referring to his major work, Axion Esti, he describes how the idea originated and its devotional character, explaining how he worked to create a poetic composition with analogies to the Christian liturgy but with themes related to contemporary Greece and its struggles. He also recounts his experience on the Albanian front and how it was transformed into poetry in Axion Esti. He further discusses politicized poetry.

Finally, he speaks about his relationship with the youth and the voice he gave them to express themselves through the heroine of his eponymous work, "Maria Nefeli".

During the program, literary critic Eugenios Aranitsis and the translator of his poetic work, Kimon Fryer, speak about the poet’s oeuvre.

Elytis himself reads from the collection "Six Plus One Remorse for the Sky" (1960), the poems "Autopsy" and "Lakonikon". Manos Katrakis reads from Axion Esti the section "The March to the Front" while footage is shown from the Albanian front of 1940, depicting Greek soldiers on horseback or advancing through snowy landscapes, as well as images of life on the front.

Poems are also read by Fanis Hinas.

22:00  |   Once Again, I Became One with My Homeland - Odysseas Elytis  (R)    

In this episode, the poet Odysseas Elytis talks about his life and work shortly after being awarded the Nobel Prize in Literature (1979). His narrative begins with information about his origins, the places where he lived and which influenced him, as well as the origin of his name. he also recounts how his first poems were published in 1935 in the magazine "Ta Nea Grammata".
He then explains his familiarity with the sea and refers to the influence of seascapes and the Aegean aesthetic on his poetry. He also mentions his early poetic works "Prosanatolismoi" and "Ilios o protos".
He discuses his connection to Surrealism, although he was never purely a surrealist poet, and how he was able, through the influences of that movement, without appearing as a mere landscape painter, to reconstruct the Greek landscape. He also refers to the poets of the 1930s generation, particularly the help he received from Andreas Empeirikos and Giorgos Seferis.

He clarifies his understanding of “Greekness” and “transparency,” concepts central to his poetry. He provides his personal interpretation of Greekness, expressing his concerns about the danger facing Greek tradition in contemporary society. He explains the significance of the Aegean and the Cycladic islands as bearers of Greek culture with a continuous historical trajectory, a space that shaped his poetic vision. He also speaks about lyrical poetry, particularly the poet Sappho.

Special mention is made of Dionysios Solomos, whose poetic tradition he considers himself part of. He also refers to Alexandros Papadiamantis and his work, explaining his own aim to combine the naturalistic tradition he inherited from the Aeolians with the sanctity of Orthodoxy, reaching, as he says, a level of sanctification of the senses.

Referring to his major work, Axion Esti, he describes how the idea originated and its devotional character, explaining how he worked to create a poetic composition with analogies to the Christian liturgy but with themes related to contemporary Greece and its struggles. He also recounts his experience on the Albanian front and how it was transformed into poetry in Axion Esti. He further discusses politicized poetry.

Finally, he speaks about his relationship with the youth and the voice he gave them to express themselves through the heroine of his eponymous work, "Maria Nefeli".

During the program, literary critic Eugenios Aranitsis and the translator of his poetic work, Kimon Fryer, speak about the poet’s oeuvre.

Elytis himself reads from the collection "Six Plus One Remorse for the Sky" (1960), the poems "Autopsy" and "Lakonikon". Manos Katrakis reads from Axion Esti the section "The March to the Front" while footage is shown from the Albanian front of 1940, depicting Greek soldiers on horseback or advancing through snowy landscapes, as well as images of life on the front.

Poems are also read by Fanis Hinas.

They thrived in the heartlands of the Greek diaspora and, through their generous benefactions, supported the newly founded Greek state—its national center—as well as their places of origin. They built strong communities in Alexandria, Odessa, Vienna, Nizhyn, Livorno, Marseille, Constantinople, and beyond. They forged networks, dominated trade and financial exchanges. Astute, innovative, daring, resourceful, and deeply patriotic, they belonged to a cosmopolitan bourgeoisie that traversed the vast borders of three great empires of their time, in pursuit of opportunity, trade routes—and the wealth that comes with bold journeys to unknown cities, foreign cultures, and different faiths.

The National Benefactors—the Great Benefactors—constitute a vital, albeit relatively underappreciated, chapter of modern Greek history. The Zosimas Brothers, Kaplannis, Arsakis, the Zappas Brothers, Dombolis, Sinas, Tositsas, Stournaris, Averoff, the Benakis, Choremis family, Maraslis, Varvakis, Syngros, Pantos, Harokopos, Aiginetis, and many others left behind a monumental legacy—shaping the capital of the modern Greek state, their native Ioannina, and the cities where they lived and prospered. They made education their foremost priority. They funded schools, churches, girls’ academies, libraries, soup kitchens, hospitals. They believed in and actively supported national rebirth. They championed the Enlightenment. And in a later phase—after the establishment of the modern Greek state—their donations extended beyond education. They contributed to vital infrastructure, to correctional institutions, to the care of the impoverished. To the pursuit of civic modernization. To the advancement of culture. The lives and journeys of these benefactors—lives rich in adventure and vision—become a magnifying lens through which we may reread and rediscover the modern history of Hellenism.

This is the aim of the new ERT documentary series, “Diaspora – Communities – Benefactors: From me to the we”. A true investigation in depth into the revealing, often overlooked, chapter of Greek Benefaction. From the 18th century through the collapse of empires, into the era of emerging nation-states, through the postwar years and into the age of modern institutional philanthropy. The series is directed by journalist and award-winning filmmaker Nikos Megrelis, with the script and journalistic research undertaken by Erifili Maroniti, a journalist specializing in culture, networking, and institutional development. Matoula-Sideri Tomara, Associate Professor at Panteion University, serves as the series’ academic advisor. The camera journeys through the once-thriving Greek communities of Odessa, Alexandria, Vienna, Bucharest, Nizhyn, and Constantinople, capturing the legacy of major benefactions that still endure in those places—while unearthing documented evidence and previously unknown archival material.

The series engages in conversation with the few surviving descendants of great benefactor families. It seeks the living thread of Hellenism in the present. Each episode unfolds with a focus on a single central figure. The narrative begins by exploring the broader historical and social landscape in which the benefactor emerged—his place of origin, his often unpredictable migrations, the cities he settled in. It strays, at times, into the lives and events that played a pivotal role—many of them until now unknown. It traces and reveals Greek roots and distant ancestries behind foreign-sounding names—now altered—of renowned figures in global culture and economy. The series follows the remarkable ascent of these benefactors, both socially and economically. It sheds light on the communities that shaped them, the obstacles they faced, and the unexpected turns of their adventurous lives—where the collective meets the individual, and the personal journey mirrors the national struggle for statehood, identity, and consciousness.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

What would Athens, what would Ioannina, and so many other cities be without their Benefactors? Could it be that modern Greek history holds radiant chapters of education, thought, and enlightenment in centuries and eras we have yet to fully imagine? Could it be that the Greeks are the people with the most far-reaching diaspora?


Georgios Zarifis 
Episode: 14 
The new episode of the series sheds light on another side of the Greek benefactors from the diaspora; expatriates from Constantinople with their brilliant and successful lives, their contribution to both the Church and Education, and their support to the people of their home-city as their crowning achievement. With the scientific documentation of Professor of Political Science and History at Panteion University, Matoula Tomara - Sideri, journalist and director Nikos Mengrelis and journalist and series screenwriter Erifyli Maroniti turn their camera on the Greek bankers of Galatas and focus on the life and work of Georgios Zarifis, the "Nestor" of economic and social life in Constantinopole. We follow the footsteps of the great banker in his life journey, based on interviews of scholars, testimonies of relatives and the book “Oi Anamniseis mou” (My Memoirs) by his grandson, Giorgos Zarifis. This endeavour takes us to famed neighbourhoods and suburbs of 19th century Constantinople; to the bustling taverns and pothouses of the European Galata, the cosmopolitan Peran, where foreign diplomats used to walk in and out of Embassies; from the rutty cobblestones of Christian Phanar (Fener) to the summer destination of Tarabya, that attracted the most notable expatriates with its mesmerising view to Bosphorus. As we go through the pages of the “Memoirs”, we meet the father of the leading character, who was the financial manager of the Philiki Etaireia, the family’s rough escape from Fener in 1821 and their refuge in Odessa, the close relationship with Kapodistrias, and the return to Constantinople. He starts out as an employee in a commercial enterprise, but he is ambitious and ingenious in business, and starts climbing the success ladder, finally positioning himself as the dominant banker of Galata. He goes ever further and becomes distinguished all over Europe, a creditor of the Sublime Porte with influence on the economic policy of the Ottoman Empire; he enjoys recognition and incalculable riches, and gains even the close friendship of the Sultan. At the same time, he engages in a financial cooperation with the National Bank of Greece. Yet, he only urges liberated Greece’s governments to exercise prudent financial management and to limit military armament at the time. Our show records the mark of beneficence that Georgios Zariphis has left, silently shining on the hill of Fener - the magnificent building of the Patriarchal Great School of the Nation. Being a benefactor of education - as his grandson narrates - he funded schools and libraries of the Diaspora. Being an unsung generous philanthropist as well, he contributed to the financial relief of the poor of Constantinople. His high social status and his political and economic impact are reflected in the final pages of his life, as testimonies report that religious people attended liturgies and prayers in the churches of Constantinople to pray for the improvement of his deteriorating health, while the Sultan bid him goodbye by sending his sons to kiss his hand. The documentary puts forth outlines, analyses and interpretations through interviews with important personalities, such as: Stavros Anestidis, Historian, Assistant Director of the Centre for Asia Minor Studies, Lakis Vigkas, Entrepreneur, President of the Community of Neochori, Giorgos Gasias, Historian, University of Crete and Institute for Mediterranean Studies, Haris Exertzoglou, Historian, University of the Aegean, Dimitris Zotos, Director of the Patriarchal Great School of the Nation, Andreas Kakridis, Scientific Advisor to the Historical Archive of the Bank of Greece, Alexandros Massavetas, Journalist, Writer, Giorgos Bonanos, Georgios Zarifis’ descendant, Georgia Soultanopoulou, Consul General of Greece in Istanbul, Savvas Tsilenis, Architect

South and East Pelion 
Episode: 4 
"Thalatta" takes us from the blue waters of the Pagasitic Gulf to eastern Pelion, on a journey that unites legends and truths of the Greek seas. In Nies, Kimon Papadimitriou meets Giorgos Koukouravas, a daring captain who welcomes him aboard his sailboat. The journey continues on land, where Lefteris Margomenos shares stories about pirates who plundered the area from the time of Argos and Ajax to the Orlov era. At the port of Agia Kyriaki, the camera dives with Kimon into an old shipwreck, exploring the remains of the ill-fated "Good Luck".
The next shot takes us to Palia Mitzela, where the changes in the site’s morphology are evident both in and out of the water. A testimony from the naval history of World War II comes to light.
The camera drifts away from eastern Pelion, leaving us with a sense of sweet nostalgia and respect for the stories and people who live between the wave and the tale.

'The Fire Bracelet' through eight episodes, brings the gripping journey of a Jewish family to the small screen. It transports us to the early 20th century, a time of successive conflicts, powerful loves, and relentless... fires.

The story... 

The great fire of Thessaloniki in 1917 forces the family of the Jewish businessman Moys Cohen (Nikos Psarras) to seek refuge in a Gypsy camp. There, his wife, Benouta (Elisavet Moutafi), gives birth to Joseph (Christos Loulis and Dimitris Arianoutsos at a young age), a child literally born in the fire.

Fire, which sometimes creates and sometimes destroys, seems to follow Joseph throughout his life. His family undergoes the arson of the Campbell Jewish neighborhood, his father's bankruptcy, and his older sister, Jacqueline (Nefeli Kouri), departing from home to pursue her forbidden love with the Christian Konstantinos (Spyros Stamoulis).

Series of creative documentaries that delve into the work and lives of Greek creators, artists, scientists, as well as individuals who contribute - each in their own way - to the formation of our collective identity.

Beyond individual personalities, the series also showcases creative collectives and initiatives across social, ecological, and scientific fields. The filming for this series took place both in Greece and abroad.

The foundation of each documentary is an interview with the creator, where the thread of the narrative unfolds—memories, experiences, beliefs, and emotions. It is a careful excavation into the heart and spirit of each creator, moving from the surface to the depth. The camera frames the individual in close-up, closely observing and recording their confessions.

As the face gradually reveals itself, their work is presented within its historical evolution. Its significance is explained, placed within the historical context, and its qualities and uniqueness are highlighted.

This approach is applied to all other topics in the series as well. The qualitative standards of "Close Up" permeate every stage of creating each episode: from research and scripting to filming and technical editing.

It is worth noting that documentaries from this series have already participated in recognized festivals in Greece and abroad, winning distinctions and awards. "Close Up" is entirely an internal production of ERT, providing the opportunity for ERT's directors to express their ideas, opinions, and concerns, while delivering a valuable documentary series to the audience of public television.







"Shedia magazine" 
Do they live among us? Or do we live among them? Are our worlds so distant?
In this episode, "Close Up" portrays the lives of homeless citizens through the social work of the street magazine Shedia.
Shedia is a monthly street magazine and, like all street magazines around the world, it is not sold at regular newsstands but exclusively on the streets of the city by accredited vendors.
The vendors come from socially vulnerable groups: the homeless, unemployed, and people who are proven to live below the poverty line.
A large portion of the magazine’s sale price goes directly to the vendor.
It provides a unique opportunity for them to secure a minimal, dignified income and a means of escaping the vicious cycle of social isolation and exclusion. It also serves as an additional motivation for them to "rebuild" their lives.
