As part of a broader journey to the ancestral homelands of Hellenism in Asia Minor, the series takes viewers on a narrative voyage through Eastern Thrace and the cities of Asia Minor.


"Myndos" 
Episode: 4 
In Myndos, the small chapel was too modest to be converted into a mosque or an animal stable, so it was instead repurposed as a tourist café-bar under the name “Ekklisia” (Church).
Ancient Myndos was a colony of Peloponnesians from Troezen. It fiercely resisted the Persians and became a close ally of the Athenians, but was later almost entirely destroyed.
In ancient Knidos, Strabo wrote that the city’s naval station could accommodate ten triremes and was secured with chains. The famed statue of Aphrodite of Knidos by Praxiteles brought great renown to the city. Trade and the arts were the primary sources of income for the Greek settlers, who were of Laconian origin. Initially succumbing to the Persians, Knidos later joined the Athenian League. Its prosperity continued through the Hellenistic and Roman periods. The city retains Hellenistic walls made of massive stone blocks and a Roman-era bouleuterion. Its theatre, built in the Hellenistic era, had a capacity of 4,000 spectators.
In the wider region of Knidos, the modern town of Marmaris thrives with a strong tourism sector and a significant population of Cretan Turks.
The ancient city of Telmessos (Makri) is rich in archaeological monuments. In a striking example of cultural insensitivity, the Turkish authorities housed the provincial offices inside the ancient theatre. Even here, tourism is gradually taking root. One of Telmessos’s most notable and rare monuments is a series of Ionic-style rock-cut tombs carved into a hillside overlooking the city.
The documentary then presents Patara in Lycia, an ancient colony founded by Dorians from Crete. The city flourished during Roman and early Christian times.

Years pass, and Dimitris, now a grown man, comes to Athens, stays with Mr. Pantelis, and finds work in a factory. A few months later, Anna also arrives. The factory director, Stefanos, shows interest in her, while Stefanos’s sister, Betty, is in love with Dimitris — but none of them are happy. Stefanos helps Dimitris start a singing career, and he succeeds brilliantly.
However, the revelation of the secret — that Dimitris and Anna are not actually siblings, since Anna is the daughter of Mr. Pantelis, who had long believed her dead (she had been adopted by Lamprou) — changes everything dramatically. The program highlights the most important figures of Greece's cultural, social, and artistic life.


"Melina Mercouri: Images of Epidaurus" (Tribute) 
This episode of the documentary series Paraskinio ("Backstage") is divided into two parts.

In the first part, the documentary features an interview with politician and actress Melina Mercouri, in which she speaks about her love for acting. From her home in Epidaurus, with the summer sun highlighting her striking features, she recalls unforgettable experiences from her participation in “Medea” directed by M. Volanakis, alongside Dimitris Papamichael. She shares stories from rehearsals for Aeschylus’ “Oresteia” in which she portrayed Clytemnestra under the direction of Karolos Koun during the summer of 1980. This was her final stage performance, and as Mercouri herself emphasizes, after that she became the Minister of Culture who helped bring theater productions to life.
In the interview, she also discusses the films she starred in that were inspired by ancient tragedies. She describes the special bond she developed with Anthony Perkins, her co-star in “Phaedra”. She talks about her monologue in Jules Dassin’s “A Dream of Passion” (The Other Medea), and reveals that she shares the view of Ilya, the heroine from “Never on Sunday” regarding the ending of the tragedy “Medea.”
The interview is enriched with extensive archival material from theater rehearsals and excerpts from her films.

The second part of the documentary presents a historical overview of the Epidaurus Festival. The first production to open the festival in 1954 was Euripides’ “Hippolytus” directed by Dimitris Rondiris. In 1938, the first-ever theatrical performance at Epidaurus was Sophocles’ “Electra,” starring Katina Paxinou. In 1975, the Theatro Technis production of Aristophanes’ “The Birds,” directed by Karolos Koun, broke the long-standing dominance of the National Theatre at the Epidaurus Festival.
This historical review is enriched with rare archival footage from rehearsals and performances at the Theatre of Epidaurus, as well as a special interview with the great stage actor Alexis Minotis.

It was abandoned during the Asia Minor Catastrophe by the Greeks and has never been inhabited again.
The documentary features footage of the city’s churches, schools, and houses, as well as statements by Turkish journalist Yasar Aksu and Turkish professor of philosophy Ekrem Akurgal regarding the uprooting of Hellenism from Asia Minor and the need for genuine Greek-Turkish friendship.

Later, Giorgos Kyritsis speaks about the elaborate Christian tombs built on the mountain slopes in Myra, Lycia. The film also shows images of the Church of Saint Nicholas, the ancient Roman theatre in the Myra area, and panoramic and interior shots of the best-preserved Roman theatre in Asia Minor, located in the city of Aspendos.

A Journey into the Distinct and Unique Cultural Characteristics of the Dialects of Kos.
The show reveals a world of exceptional, experiential "enthusiasts," deeply hidden from the surface of tourist development that defines today's rhythms of life, telling an unknown and unexpected side of the island of Kos.
The residents of Kos, in the villages where music and dance rituals thrived, have created melodies, lyrics, songs, and dances of rare craftsmanship, passed down from the past and centuries of their history.
The expressive skill of the people of Kos is intricately displayed in their dance and song melodies, combined with the vocal richness of the "festive" singers and their unique talent for creating what are known as "stichoplakiés" (rhythmic couplets). This is where the inspired, primary poetic creation is truly exalted in the ritual "synergy" of the customary tunes of celebration and togetherness.
Kos has given birth to great melodies and songs that have traveled throughout Greece, leaving a mark of a creative journey connected to tradition and the transmission of its cultural traits.
Moreover, the strong kinship and co-creative mingling of the local dialects with those of the surrounding islands confirm the continuity of its path toward an active and evolving future...

Stories that are not recorded in the history books and that could be lost in time. It was created by journalist Sofia Papaioannou and historian Katherine Fleming and is implemented with a founding grant from the Stavros Niarchos Foundation (SNF), as part of its initiative to Restart and Empower Youth (see more in www.snf.org). These stories, more than 20,000 of them, are gradually being published in full on www.archive.istorima.org. Excerpts of the stories are published in the form of podcasts, videos or written stories on www.istorima.org.


"One story can change many" 
Episode: 1 
In the first episode of the show, we travel to the village of Palaikastro, Lasithi in Crete to meet Mrs. Sterei, who performs spells and removes the 'evil eye', practicing “gities”—an old Cretan rural tradition used to address illnesses and everyday problems.

A young woman travels through the villages of Crete documenting the gities, aiming to highlight the folkloric value of this ancient popular tradition, which is still practiced today.

In Anogeia, two of the last remaining weavers insist on working at their traditional looms, offering lessons in life relevant to the modern era.

In Paramythia, Thesprotia, the last family-run bell foundry in Greece operates, producing bells—a tradition that dates back to the 19th century. If it closes, an art form centuries old will be lost forever.

The episode closes musically in the neighborhoods of Syros, where young musicians and their teacher keep alive the rebetiko tradition that Markos Vamvakaris left on the island.

“Remember When” brings to life the most nostalgic, innocent, and tender moments of the past on ERT. Directed by Olga Malea and starring Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki, this captivating family drama recreates the atmosphere of our “best television years.” Alongside well-known actors, the cast also includes surprise roles—among them a young talent beloved from a famous TV commercial.

Manolis Ginis, in the role of the family’s youngest, eight-year-old Angelos, and the story’s narrator, takes us back to the late 1960s, when television timidly entered Greek living rooms.

The Antonopoulos family—parents (Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki), the sharp-witted grandmother Hermione (Yvonne Maltezou), their eldest daughter (Erifyli Kitzoglou), their teenage son (Dimitris Kapouranis), and Aunt Nana (Jenny Theona)—welcome the brand-new black-and-white television into their home in July 1969, on Angelos’ eighth birthday.

Through Angelos’ voice, we don’t just revisit the story of Greek television (and of ERT itself); we also follow, night after night, how the Greek family evolved: from dictatorship to the restoration of democracy, and on to the 1980s. Through the eyes of a child who himself grows up week by week, we relive—with humor and nostalgia—the lives of three generations of Greeks.

We see family dinners where being late was a crime, children’s games in the streets, the first taste of sexual revolution when 19-year-old Elpida dares to wear a bikini, and 17-year-old Antonis, a law student bringing home news of politics and protest. We see the little dreams of every family: after the TV, maybe a washing machine.

“Remember When” is above all a journey of memory—of how dramatically Greece changed, and how our habits, relationships, daily life, and even our language were shaped through the years.

“Remember When” brings to life the most nostalgic, innocent, and tender moments of the past on ERT. Directed by Olga Malea and starring Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki, this captivating family drama recreates the atmosphere of our “best television years.” Alongside well-known actors, the cast also includes surprise roles—among them a young talent beloved from a famous TV commercial.

Manolis Ginis, in the role of the family’s youngest, eight-year-old Angelos, and the story’s narrator, takes us back to the late 1960s, when television timidly entered Greek living rooms.

The Antonopoulos family—parents (Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki), the sharp-witted grandmother Hermione (Yvonne Maltezou), their eldest daughter (Erifyli Kitzoglou), their teenage son (Dimitris Kapouranis), and Aunt Nana (Jenny Theona)—welcome the brand-new black-and-white television into their home in July 1969, on Angelos’ eighth birthday.

Through Angelos’ voice, we don’t just revisit the story of Greek television (and of ERT itself); we also follow, night after night, how the Greek family evolved: from dictatorship to the restoration of democracy, and on to the 1980s. Through the eyes of a child who himself grows up week by week, we relive—with humor and nostalgia—the lives of three generations of Greeks.

We see family dinners where being late was a crime, children’s games in the streets, the first taste of sexual revolution when 19-year-old Elpida dares to wear a bikini, and 17-year-old Antonis, a law student bringing home news of politics and protest. We see the little dreams of every family: after the TV, maybe a washing machine.

“Remember When” is above all a journey of memory—of how dramatically Greece changed, and how our habits, relationships, daily life, and even our language were shaped through the years.

“Remember When” brings to life the most nostalgic, innocent, and tender moments of the past on ERT. Directed by Olga Malea and starring Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki, this captivating family drama recreates the atmosphere of our “best television years.” Alongside well-known actors, the cast also includes surprise roles—among them a young talent beloved from a famous TV commercial.

Manolis Ginis, in the role of the family’s youngest, eight-year-old Angelos, and the story’s narrator, takes us back to the late 1960s, when television timidly entered Greek living rooms.

The Antonopoulos family—parents (Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki), the sharp-witted grandmother Hermione (Yvonne Maltezou), their eldest daughter (Erifyli Kitzoglou), their teenage son (Dimitris Kapouranis), and Aunt Nana (Jenny Theona)—welcome the brand-new black-and-white television into their home in July 1969, on Angelos’ eighth birthday.

Through Angelos’ voice, we don’t just revisit the story of Greek television (and of ERT itself); we also follow, night after night, how the Greek family evolved: from dictatorship to the restoration of democracy, and on to the 1980s. Through the eyes of a child who himself grows up week by week, we relive—with humor and nostalgia—the lives of three generations of Greeks.

We see family dinners where being late was a crime, children’s games in the streets, the first taste of sexual revolution when 19-year-old Elpida dares to wear a bikini, and 17-year-old Antonis, a law student bringing home news of politics and protest. We see the little dreams of every family: after the TV, maybe a washing machine.

“Remember When” is above all a journey of memory—of how dramatically Greece changed, and how our habits, relationships, daily life, and even our language were shaped through the years.

Istorima is the largest project recording and preserving oral histories of Greece. More than 1,000 young researchers find narrators, listen, collect and preserve stories of people from all over Greece: Stories of their hometowns, stories of love, stories that changed Greece or defined it, modern or old stories. Stories that are not recorded in the history books and that could be lost in time. It was created by journalist Sofia Papaioannou and historian Katherine Fleming and is implemented with a founding grant from the Stavros Niarchos Foundation (SNF), as part of its initiative to Restart and Empower Youth (see more in www.snf.org). These stories, more than 20,000 of them, are gradually being published in full on www.archive.istorima.org. Excerpts of the stories are published in the form of podcasts, videos or written stories on www.istorima.org.


"One story can change many" 
Episode: 1 
In the first episode of the show, we travel to the village of Palaikastro, Lasithi in Crete to meet Mrs. Sterei, who performs spells and removes the 'evil eye', practicing “gities”—an old Cretan rural tradition used to address illnesses and everyday problems.

A young woman travels through the villages of Crete documenting the gities, aiming to highlight the folkloric value of this ancient popular tradition, which is still practiced today.

In Anogeia, two of the last remaining weavers insist on working at their traditional looms, offering lessons in life relevant to the modern era.

In Paramythia, Thesprotia, the last family-run bell foundry in Greece operates, producing bells—a tradition that dates back to the 19th century. If it closes, an art form centuries old will be lost forever.

The episode closes musically in the neighborhoods of Syros, where young musicians and their teacher keep alive the rebetiko tradition that Markos Vamvakaris left on the island.

“Remember When” brings to life the most nostalgic, innocent, and tender moments of the past on ERT. Directed by Olga Malea and starring Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki, this captivating family drama recreates the atmosphere of our “best television years.” Alongside well-known actors, the cast also includes surprise roles—among them a young talent beloved from a famous TV commercial.

Manolis Ginis, in the role of the family’s youngest, eight-year-old Angelos, and the story’s narrator, takes us back to the late 1960s, when television timidly entered Greek living rooms.

The Antonopoulos family—parents (Meletis Ilias and Katerina Papoutsaki), the sharp-witted grandmother Hermione (Yvonne Maltezou), their eldest daughter (Erifyli Kitzoglou), their teenage son (Dimitris Kapouranis), and Aunt Nana (Jenny Theona)—welcome the brand-new black-and-white television into their home in July 1969, on Angelos’ eighth birthday.

Through Angelos’ voice, we don’t just revisit the story of Greek television (and of ERT itself); we also follow, night after night, how the Greek family evolved: from dictatorship to the restoration of democracy, and on to the 1980s. Through the eyes of a child who himself grows up week by week, we relive—with humor and nostalgia—the lives of three generations of Greeks.

We see family dinners where being late was a crime, children’s games in the streets, the first taste of sexual revolution when 19-year-old Elpida dares to wear a bikini, and 17-year-old Antonis, a law student bringing home news of politics and protest. We see the little dreams of every family: after the TV, maybe a washing machine.

“Remember When” is above all a journey of memory—of how dramatically Greece changed, and how our habits, relationships, daily life, and even our language were shaped through the years.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

Like the musical theme of a movie that was never filmed, the "cinematic" journey from Smyrna to rebetiko and folk music is captured in the original musical performance "The Seeds of Smyrna" by Nikos Platyrachos. This performance took place at the Athens Concert Hall on Monday, March 13, 2023, with the participation of the Orchestra of Contemporary Music and the Choir of ERT, following the highly successful tour of its shows in Crete in the summer of 2022.

An original composition initially rooted in Smyrnean songs and music, as well as in the "sowing" of these in the homeland after the Asia Minor Catastrophe, their evolution into rebetiko and folk songs, and even their culmination in what is broadly called entekhno, a journey spanning approximately 40 years. The logic of the performance was a cinematic suspension in the space-time of these events, with a corresponding orchestration for a symphonic orchestra.

The work, created by the composer for the significant years 2022-23, marking the centenary of the Smyrna Catastrophe and the Treaty of Lausanne, consists of two parts:

The first part is instrumental and divided into four sections (Smyrna - Destruction - Hope - Port), where the original musical themes, as well as familiar melodies, emerge one after the other, or in imaginative contrasts (one within the other or in parallel lines), through "bridges" of original music.

The second part consists exclusively of original songs from that period, performed by our international baritone Tasis Christogiannopoulos and the ERT Choir, sealing the performance and completing the audience's connection with a fuller and more intimate experience of their lived memory.

The performance of the work by ERT Orchestra of Contemporary Music and Choir in collaboration with the iconic musical ensemble POLIS under the direction of composer Nikos Platyrachos, offers a wonderful musical result, bringing together high-level artistic forces and paying tribute to Asia Minor and its people.
