What happens behind the lights when no one is watching? How is social prejudice dealt with? The disregard? What moves are being made to develop a sport that fills stadiums in Europe? How difficult is it to have even a single doctor or an ambulance on the field? And how do you break taboos? How do you change the mindset of "go wash some dishes" that athletes experience every day, and bring about the long-awaited equality?

When Nobody’s Watching.
The Greek Professional Footballers Association (PSAPP), committed to highlighting the pathologies of football and contributing to the improvement of working conditions at all levels of the sport, presents the first documentary on women’s football in Greece.

A production by Stars Inc.11, filmed in Athens, Thessaloniki, Kastoria, Chalkida, Heraklion, Tripoli, Nafplio, as well as abroad—in England, Switzerland, and Germany—where Greek female footballers excel.

For almost two seasons, we lived alongside the athletes who, often against the wishes of their own families, chase their passion, their love for football. Even in 2025, they are still forced to choose between their sport and motherhood.

Even if they have to take on other jobs to fund their “madness,” since football is still mostly amateur and most are unpaid. Even if they know they cannot afford "to listen to their bodies" during menstruation. Their bodies, at risk of injury due to poor training facilities and a lack of expertise.

Following the multi-award-winning “Chaos”, PSAPP and Stars Inc.11, with the support of FIFPRO Europe and sponsorship by Admiral, open the chapter of “women’s football” (and not “female football”).

“When Nobody’s Watching” is a realistic, but not pessimistic, authentic, emotional, and human portrayal of the sport in Greece. It is “married” to essential information (to lay the proper foundations) and contrasted with the conditions abroad.

“When Nobody’s Watching” is hope: a contribution to the development of the sport and a step toward the day when women can feel proud to play football.

"Monogramma" has uniquely recorded the individuals who have marked the intellectual, cultural, and artistic trajectory of our country with their presence and work. It has been characterized as a "National Archive" by the press, and for the first time in 2012, the Academy of Athens recognized and awarded audiovisual work, awarding producers and directors George and Ero Sgourakis the Academy of Athens Award for their entire body of work, particularly for "Monogramma." The reasoning behind this was that "…their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who acted in the past but also in our era and created, as it was characterized, a work "for the next generations".
The idea of ​​creating this series came from producer-director George Sgourakis, to present the life, work, and worldview of individuals who act in the intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public spheres, in an autobiographical format so that there is no interference and the cinematic document is preserved in its purest form.
The format of each episode aims at presenting the autobiographical (visual and audio recording) of an individual who operates in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, social, and public life, in a way that engages the interest of contemporary viewers.

Series of half-hour documentaries on various neighborhoods of Athens.

Each neighborhood corresponds to an architectural concept-word that characterizes it both physically and socially. This word serves as a guide in the perspective, the selection of characters, and the elements of each neighborhood's portrait.

Exarcheia of challenge, Kolonaki of aristocracy, Omonia of the marginalized, Kypseli of immigrants, Kaisariani of refugees, Kifissia of decentralization, Aspropyrgos of the industrial zone, Paleo Faliro of memory, Akadimia Platonos of glorious past, Ekali of the elite, Ilion of denial, Perama of shipyards, Olympic Village of youthful dominance, Gerakas of anarchic development.

Historical and new neighborhoods of Athens reveal their true nature through a conceptual game with the words that architecturally and sociologically characterize them, the people who inhabit them, and the position they claim in the new cultural map of a city that stubbornly refuses to acquire a specific identity, constantly balancing between its heavy past, transient present, and uncertain future.

Three young directors - each with their own perspective - discover the keyword of each neighborhood, overturn their apparent dynamics, renegotiate the image bestowed upon them by "urban myths," and unlock what lies behind the captivating everyday life of its inhabitants, thus completing the re-mapping of a familiar "unknown" city in the most transparent manner.


«Omonia - The Passages» 
Episode: 1 
"Νeighborhoods", a series of half-hour documentaries dedicated to the personal decodings of Athens' metropolis, make a stop at Omonia. With the keyword, the concept, the space of 'Passages', director Giannis Gaitanidis maps the decades-long 'El Dorado' of once internal migrants and now the multicultural population.
Structured upon a labyrinthine network of covered passages, the architectural structure of Omonia imposes a trajectory where plunges into darkness alternate with resurfacing into the city and light. The narration follows this natural path carved by space. In commercial passages, in the underground of the electric railway and the Metro, in permeable passages or dead-ends, in the shelters of the marginalized or bustling oriental bazaars, the heroes of the documentary are sought and located.
The elderly lottery ticket seller of the underground station, the Albanian guardian of a ghostly building, the pawnbroker, a café, a monument of past grandeur, the blind pianist guide us through the visible or invisible passages of this emblematic place.

Three young directors - each with their own perspective - discover the keyword of each neighborhood, overturn their apparent dynamics, renegotiate the image bestowed upon them by "urban myths," and unlock what lies behind the captivating everyday life of its inhabitants, thus completing the re-mapping of a familiar "unknown" city in the most transparent manner.


«Omonia - The Passages»

"Νeighborhoods", a series of half-hour documentaries dedicated to the personal decodings of Athens' metropolis, make a stop at Omonia. With the keyword, the concept, the space of 'Passages', director Giannis Gaitanidis maps the decades-long 'El Dorado' of once internal migrants and now the multicultural population.
Structured upon a labyrinthine network of covered passages, the architectural structure of Omonia imposes a trajectory where plunges into darkness alternate with resurfacing into the city and light. The narration follows this natural path carved by space. In commercial passages, in the underground of the electric railway and the Metro, in permeable passages or dead-ends, in the shelters of the marginalized or bustling oriental bazaars, the heroes of the documentary are sought and located.
The elderly lottery ticket seller of the underground station, the Albanian guardian of a ghostly building, the pawnbroker, a café, a monument of past grandeur, the blind pianist guide us through the visible or invisible passages of this emblematic place.

Set in Corfu in 1906, the period drama miniseries "Sinful Love" produced by ERT1, directed by Nikos Koutelidakis and written by Eleni Zioga, brings to life in an artistic way the eponymous short story by Konstantinos Theotokis.

The six-episode series tells a story of forbidden passion in an oppressive patriarchal society that tests the limits and endurance of its characters. Each of the heroes is confronted with their most dangerous secrets, which they dare not confess even to themselves.

Plot:
Stathis Therianos (played by Nikos Psaras), one of the most hardworking and responsible inhabitants of the village of Dafnila in Corfu, is married to Diamando (Karyofyllia Karambeti). He secretly and passionately falls in love with the young Chrysavgi (Eugenia Xygkourou), the coveted daughter of wealthy landowner Spyros Aspreas (Yannis Dalianis). Enchanted by her unparalleled beauty, he does everything in his power to arrange her marriage to his son Giorgis (Michail Tambakakis) in order to have her close to him, even in this way.

Diamando tries to prevent the engagement, knowing the dark "shadow" of her husband, although he has been an exemplary husband and father all these years. Diamando's futile attempts to persuade her son to marry his childhood friend Evgenia (Isabella Baltsavia) to prevent the evil from happening are in vain. Giorgis and Chrysavgi get married and settle in her parents' house, as dictated by the social norms of the time. When Giorgis leaves to fulfill his military service, Chrysavgi finds herself at the mercy of Therianos, who is consumed by a mad passion for his daughter-in-law, awakening the "beast" that lies within him. Every day, he struggles with himself and alcohol, desperately trying to tame his darkest demons.

Unaware of the real problem, Chrysavgi's noble and imposing mother, Katerina (Mariandi Sontaki), senses that something is wrong in her daughter's new home. However, no one reveals the truth to her.

The bride and the mother-in-law join forces for a common purpose, engaging in a secret war that has been declared inside Therianos' house. It remains to be seen which of the two will prevail: the criminal passion of the patriarch or the fair alliance of oppressed women.

However, Therianos begins to show signs of an unconfessed passion for his future daughter-in-law, which Diamando detects and becomes deeply disturbed.

Istorima is the largest project recording and preserving oral histories of Greece. More than 1,000 young researchers find narrators, listen, collect and preserve stories of people from all over Greece: Stories of their hometowns, stories of love, stories that changed Greece or defined it, modern or old stories. Stories that are not recorded in the history books and that could be lost in time. It was created by journalist Sofia Papaioannou and historian Katherine Fleming and is implemented with a founding grant from the Stavros Niarchos Foundation (SNF), as part of its initiative to Restart and Empower Youth (see more in www.snf.org). These stories, more than 20,000 of them, are gradually being published in full on www.archive.istorima.org. Excerpts of the stories are published in the form of podcasts, videos or written stories on www.istorima.org.

Set in Corfu in 1906, the period drama miniseries "Sinful Love" produced by ERT1, directed by Nikos Koutelidakis and written by Eleni Zioga, brings to life in an artistic way the eponymous short story by Konstantinos Theotokis.

The six-episode series tells a story of forbidden passion in an oppressive patriarchal society that tests the limits and endurance of its characters. Each of the heroes is confronted with their most dangerous secrets, which they dare not confess even to themselves.

Plot:
Stathis Therianos (played by Nikos Psaras), one of the most hardworking and responsible inhabitants of the village of Dafnila in Corfu, is married to Diamando (Karyofyllia Karambeti). He secretly and passionately falls in love with the young Chrysavgi (Eugenia Xygkourou), the coveted daughter of wealthy landowner Spyros Aspreas (Yannis Dalianis). Enchanted by her unparalleled beauty, he does everything in his power to arrange her marriage to his son Giorgis (Michail Tambakakis) in order to have her close to him, even in this way.

Diamando tries to prevent the engagement, knowing the dark "shadow" of her husband, although he has been an exemplary husband and father all these years. Diamando's futile attempts to persuade her son to marry his childhood friend Evgenia (Isabella Baltsavia) to prevent the evil from happening are in vain. Giorgis and Chrysavgi get married and settle in her parents' house, as dictated by the social norms of the time. When Giorgis leaves to fulfill his military service, Chrysavgi finds herself at the mercy of Therianos, who is consumed by a mad passion for his daughter-in-law, awakening the "beast" that lies within him. Every day, he struggles with himself and alcohol, desperately trying to tame his darkest demons.

Unaware of the real problem, Chrysavgi's noble and imposing mother, Katerina (Mariandi Sontaki), senses that something is wrong in her daughter's new home. However, no one reveals the truth to her.

The bride and the mother-in-law join forces for a common purpose, engaging in a secret war that has been declared inside Therianos' house. It remains to be seen which of the two will prevail: the criminal passion of the patriarch or the fair alliance of oppressed women.

Between Giorgis’ and Chrysavgi’s engagement and their wedding, Therianos fights his instincts and manages to curb his passion for his future daughter-in-law. At the wedding reception, however, he gets drunk and his unlawful desire returns. Diamando notices, in despair, but confesses it to no one, fearing public outcry. As is customary, the newly-weds settle in the groom's family home. Later that same night, while Giorgis and Chrysavgi are making love in their bedroom, Therianos, overwhelmed by a sick passion for his daughter-in-law and jealousy for his own son, hopelessly wanders in the olive groves. He returns in the morning, however, filled with regret and swears to his wife that he will not break his marriage vows. Over time, Chrysavgi becomes part of her in-laws’ family and, thanks to her agreeable personality, she becomes very dear to everyone, especially to Diamando, who appreciates her more and more each day.
