Fotis Kontoglou (130 years since his birth) 
The author and painter Fotis Kontoglou was born and spent the early years of his life in Ayvalik, Asia Minor. His father, a ship captain, was lost on his last voyage before Fotis, the family's youngest child, was born. He grew up with his mother’s family, who owned the Monastery of Saint Paraskevi on the small islet in the bay opposite Ayvalik.

As a teenager, he experienced the Catastrophe of Asia Minor, which led him and his family to initially settle in Mytilene and later in Athens.

From a young age, he showed his talent in painting, rooted in both folk and Byzantine traditions, as well as his literary gift.

Upon coming to Greece, Fotis Kontoglou became acquainted with many important intellectual figures. He developed friendships and collaborated with them.

In the program Behind the Curtain, which was first broadcast in 1982, the late writers Stratis Doukas and Elli Alexiou, his daughter Despo Martinos, and the Art History professor Nikos Zias, among others, speak about Fotis Kontoglou.

They thrived in the heartlands of the Greek diaspora and, through their generous benefactions, supported the newly founded Greek state—its national center—as well as their places of origin. They built strong communities in Alexandria, Odessa, Vienna, Nizhyn, Livorno, Marseille, Constantinople, and beyond. They forged networks, dominated trade and financial exchanges. Astute, innovative, daring, resourceful, and deeply patriotic, they belonged to a cosmopolitan bourgeoisie that traversed the vast borders of three great empires of their time, in pursuit of opportunity, trade routes—and the wealth that comes with bold journeys to unknown cities, foreign cultures, and different faiths.

The National Benefactors—the Great Benefactors—constitute a vital, albeit relatively underappreciated, chapter of modern Greek history. The Zosimas Brothers, Kaplannis, Arsakis, the Zappas Brothers, Dombolis, Sinas, Tositsas, Stournaris, Averoff, the Benakis, Choremis family, Maraslis, Varvakis, Syngros, Pantos, Harokopos, Aiginetis, and many others left behind a monumental legacy—shaping the capital of the modern Greek state, their native Ioannina, and the cities where they lived and prospered. They made education their foremost priority. They funded schools, churches, girls’ academies, libraries, soup kitchens, hospitals. They believed in and actively supported national rebirth. They championed the Enlightenment. And in a later phase—after the establishment of the modern Greek state—their donations extended beyond education. They contributed to vital infrastructure, to correctional institutions, to the care of the impoverished. To the pursuit of civic modernization. To the advancement of culture. The lives and journeys of these benefactors—lives rich in adventure and vision—become a magnifying lens through which we may reread and rediscover the modern history of Hellenism.

This is the aim of the new ERT documentary series, “Diaspora – Communities – Benefactors: From me to the we”. A true investigation in depth into the revealing, often overlooked, chapter of Greek Benefaction. From the 18th century through the collapse of empires, into the era of emerging nation-states, through the postwar years and into the age of modern institutional philanthropy. The series is directed by journalist and award-winning filmmaker Nikos Megrelis, with the script and journalistic research undertaken by Erifili Maroniti, a journalist specializing in culture, networking, and institutional development. Matoula-Sideri Tomara, Associate Professor at Panteion University, serves as the series’ academic advisor. The camera journeys through the once-thriving Greek communities of Odessa, Alexandria, Vienna, Bucharest, Nizhyn, and Constantinople, capturing the legacy of major benefactions that still endure in those places—while unearthing documented evidence and previously unknown archival material.

The series engages in conversation with the few surviving descendants of great benefactor families. It seeks the living thread of Hellenism in the present. Each episode unfolds with a focus on a single central figure. The narrative begins by exploring the broader historical and social landscape in which the benefactor emerged—his place of origin, his often unpredictable migrations, the cities he settled in. It strays, at times, into the lives and events that played a pivotal role—many of them until now unknown. It traces and reveals Greek roots and distant ancestries behind foreign-sounding names—now altered—of renowned figures in global culture and economy. The series follows the remarkable ascent of these benefactors, both socially and economically. It sheds light on the communities that shaped them, the obstacles they faced, and the unexpected turns of their adventurous lives—where the collective meets the individual, and the personal journey mirrors the national struggle for statehood, identity, and consciousness.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

What would Athens, what would Ioannina, and so many other cities be without their Benefactors? Could it be that modern Greek history holds radiant chapters of education, thought, and enlightenment in centuries and eras we have yet to fully imagine? Could it be that the Greeks are the people with the most far-reaching diaspora?


Eugenios Eugenidis 
Episode: 15 
The new episode takes us on a journey through time, from the major international shopping centres of the early 20th century to the stars of our galaxy and beyond, inspired by the business activity and the multifaceted contribution of the great merchant and shipowner, Eugenios Eugenidis. Journalist and director Nikos Mengrelis and journalist and screenwriter of the series Erifyli Maronitis, along with the scientific documentation of Matoula Tomara - Sideris, Professor of Political Science and History at Panteion University, follow in the steps of Eugenios Eugenidis’ life; an amazing journey, where every "port" is not a destination but the starting point of a new experience. Starting from Didymoteicho, where he was born in 1882, we travel to Constantinople, where he studied and took his first professional steps in the trade industry at the age of 15, and from there to Piraeus, Egypt, South Africa, Argentina, Genoa and Switzerland. His philanthropism is also highlighted and his legacy is honoured by the planetarium of the Eugenides Foundation, where the international astrophysicist and director emeritus of the Planetarium, Dionysis Simopoulos, gives us a digital tour of the universe. Interviews of scholars and testimonies paint the portrait of Eugenios Eugenidis as that of a “kind-hearted giant” with a sharp mind; he adored numbers and statistics, envisioning tomorrow’s trends while taking quick but not impulsive steps to close the distance between theory and practice. True to the principle “crisis creates opportunities” and rushing to exploit the gaps in the business industry of his time, he traded timber and cars, he built a shipyard, he created international shipping agencies and registered cargo and passenger ships in transatlantic routes, thus contributing to the promotion of Greek shipping to the top positions of the world ranking. A hard-worker himself, he valued his mind as his greatest asset. He was a master of the business game, offering opportunities to his associates, who later became influential economic factors. He preferred the concept of “philanthropy” to that of “charity” and stood by it with donations on a frequent basis and in emergencies. He supported destitute citizens; offered funds for culture and for the relief of the earthquake victims of the Ionian Islands; he promoted the Greek export trade and the Greek state in general, always in a sublte manner. The essence of his contribution, however, is the bequest for the creation of the Eugenides Foundation, which came to life thanks to his sister, Marianthi Simou, who shared his pioneering vision for the dissemination of knowledge through public education and for filling the existing gap in technical literature that Greece was struggling with in the middle of the previous century. President of the Eugenides Foundation, Leonidas Dimitriadis-Evgenidis, along with Dionysis Simopoulos and other members of the Foundation, open their doors to the show and unfold the vision of the great benefactor. The documentary features interviews of (alphabetically): Ioannis Golias, President of the Publications Committee at the Eugenides Foundation, Leonidas Eugenidis-Dimitriadis, President of the Eugenides Foundation, Eugenidis Group, Eleni Thanopoulou, Professor at the University of the Aegean, Manos Kitsonas, Director of the Planetarium of the Eugenides Foundation, Nikos Colman, President of “Zografiotes in Greece”, member of the Federation of Constantinopolitans, Elias Kolovos, Associate Professor in Ottoman History at the University of Crete, Nikos Belavilas, Professor at the National Technical University of Athens, Tassos Sakellaropoulos, Head of Historical Archives at the Benaki Museum, Dionysis Simopoulos, Director Emeritus of the Planetarium of the Eugenides Foundation, Costas Synolakis, Academician in the Department of Geological Sciences, Nikos Teleionis, Former Director of the Scandinavian Agency, Gelina Harlaftis, Professor at the University of Crete and Director of the Institute for Mediterranean Studies of the Foundation for Research and Technology

Babis will be arrested and imprisoned as a member of the (then illegal) Communist Party of Greece (KKE). Eleni, who is also wanted by the authorities, flees to Athens, where she will live in hiding until 1966. At the end of that year, Babis is released from prison, and they consummate their love for the first time.

In 1967, Eleni will be imprisoned by the dictatorship. In Averof Prison, she will give birth to and raise the child of her love with Babis, and it is her son who will eventually marry her to his father, inside the prison! Their suffering will end in 1974, with the restoration of democracy.
