This documentary explores the deep bond between Greeks and the sea through history, art, folklore, gastronomy, and navigation.
Viewers are taken to both well-known and hidden corners of the Greek seas, discovering landscapes, stories, underwater secrets, and the wild beauty of Greece’s maritime destinations.
The program promises a journey of knowledge and discovery, with the narrator guiding and enriching the experience along the way.


South and East Pelion 
Episode: 4 
"Thalatta" takes us from the blue waters of the Pagasitic Gulf to eastern Pelion, on a journey that unites legends and truths of the Greek seas. In Nies, Kimon Papadimitriou meets Giorgos Koukouravas, a daring captain who welcomes him aboard his sailboat. The journey continues on land, where Lefteris Margomenos shares stories about pirates who plundered the area from the time of Argos and Ajax to the Orlov era. At the port of Agia Kyriaki, the camera dives with Kimon into an old shipwreck, exploring the remains of the ill-fated "Good Luck".
The next shot takes us to Palia Mitzela, where the changes in the site’s morphology are evident both in and out of the water. A testimony from the naval history of World War II comes to light.
The camera drifts away from eastern Pelion, leaving us with a sense of sweet nostalgia and respect for the stories and people who live between the wave and the tale.

This episode of the documentary series is dedicated to Yiannis Theopistos, a physician who, during the days of the Polytechnic uprising, was at the Polytechnic along with several other doctors from the General State Hospital of Athens, helping injured students and fellow citizens.

He recounts his memories from those moments, while the story of the Minister of Development, Nikos Christodoulakis, is also presented; at that time, he was in charge of the Polytechnic’s radio station.

The testimonies of these two men create yet another narrative of the events of November 17th, accompanied by archival footage and photographs, as well as audio excerpts from the announcements broadcast by the Polytechnic’s radio station.

"Time Machine" is a show that creates documentaries about historical events and people. It also presents tributes to artists and journalistic investigations on social issues that have strongly concerned Greek society in the past. 

The show is a vehicle for exciting journeys into the past that shaped the history and culture of the country. The creators gather materials, personal testimonies, and forgotten documents about the protagonists and supporting characters of the topics.


«The dead of the 1973 Athens Polytechnic Uprising and the Junta snipers» 
"Time Machine" with Christos Vasilopoulos presents the dead of the Polytechnic Uprising and the junta's snipers. 

The show reveals the secret plan of the junta, which trapped the entire area with snipers and bloodshed at the Polytechnic.

Through testimonies and documents, the journalistic investigation separates myth from reality and sheds light on the list of victims compiled by Prosecutor Dimitris Tsevas after the fall of the junta.

The show's camera was at the exact points where the snipers were indiscriminately shooting and with the help of eyewitnesses, TIME MACHINE pieces together the puzzle of the massacre.

In this television autopsy, the role of the Ministry of Public Order at the time is highlighted, where the rooftop served as a vantage point for gunmen. Even today, you can see traces of the shots in the nearby streets. Doctors Manolis Mylonakis and Panagiotis Mavromatis, who provided first aid to the wounded, speak about the victims who were bleeding at the entrance of the building on Averof Street. In fact, they present a rare historical document: the blood-stained shirt of a young man who was shot in the back.

"Time Machine" unravels the mystery behind a series of historical photographs that show bloodied men in front of the main gate of the Polytechnic. The investigation located them and, with the help of their relatives, documented that they had been shot by regime snipers.

Central to the investigation are the doctors who treated the wounded and confirmed the deaths of many protesters. Kostas Charonis, the director of the Surgical Clinic at Rethymno General Hospital, describes in great detail the cases he operated on. One of the people he saved speaks in the show and shows the bullet he had removed.

Defense and civil action lawyers in the Polytechnic trial in 1975 describe what they saw and heard in the courtroom about the Polytechnic victims.

The program features the psychiatrist Manolis Mylonakis, doctors Panagiotis Mavromatis, Antonia Charitou, and Kostas Charonis, eyewitnesses Melpo Lekatsa, Michalis Besis, Giorgos Oikonomou, and Emmanouil Maroufidis, as well as the relatives of the victims: Giannis Komninos, Anthi Myrogianni, Manolis Karamanis, Theofanis Theodoras, Alexandros Koubos, and Markos Karamanis.

Furthermore, lawyers Fotis Kouvelis and Ioannis Katsieris, along with journalists Mimis Tofexis, Giorgos Philippakis, Thodoris Kaloudis, and Paul Vittoroulis, provide insights and information related to the events.

"The propaganda of the jounta regime" 
In this episode,the propaganda practices of the junta regime are presented, as well as the reactions to them.

Distinguished individuals from the world of arts and intellect speak about both the propaganda of the junta and the way an opposing discourse was formed within the dominant ideological framework that the dictatorship attempted to establish.

University professor Dimitris Maronitis discusses the way the junta used language, combining it with the first-time use of television. Using excerpts from Georgios Papadopoulos’ speeches, he deconstructs the spoken word as pseudo-ritualistic, messianic in tone, bombastic, and ultimately incoherent.

He highlights the regime's persistence in using naive or demeaning metaphors, such as the image of a nation in a "plaster cast," or the ship and its “captain” metaphor. The colonels’ rhetoric is described as magical in type, where speech dissolves meaning; its sound aims to captivate while ultimately disrupting the audience's logic.

Maronitis describes the restrictions on expression imposed on writers and on those detained by the regime. He also addresses the limits of speech and action and the issue of language as a medium of venting or preparing for political action.

He believes that the most honest response to the dictatorship’s rhetoric was to point out the boundaries of language, clarifying that while language might prepare political action, it is not the action itself. He explains that people rose against the junta as they did during the German Occupation, and he highlights Pavlos Zannas’ translation of Proust’s multi-volume In Search of Lost Time as a response to the regime’s linguistic crudeness and lack of cultural ethos.

In turn, Pavlos Zannas describes the initial silence of intellectuals against the junta’s preemptive censorship, followed by the formation of a new literary landscape through politically resonant translations. This allowed accomplished writers to survive and create a new publishing landscape.

He describes how, with the insistence and encouragement of Stratis Tsirkas, he began translating Proust's work.

He also refers to publications following the end of preemptive censorship, works expressing opposition to the junta that risked prosecution.

In July 1970, 18 Texts was published, followed a year later by New Texts and New Texts 2, with contributions from detained writers. Giorgos Seferis' statement about the junta is also noted for its significance.

Journalist Giorgos Romaos discusses the muzzling of the Greek press and the junta’s control of television and radio. He explains that newspapers were directed by the relevant ministry service, describing an era of guided journalism in which, however, some information, words, and photos slipped through.

He recalls the regime's harshness in the early days of the coup, using Eikones magazine as an example.

Romaos notes that despite this, Greeks bought newspapers as they were the only—albeit darkened—window to the outside world. He adds that the period following the end of preemptive censorship was not one of freedom, with continued interventions to ensure the regime's perspective was published, accompanied by warnings and threats to publishers.

However, he mentions that during the Polytechnic uprising, newspapers contributed to the anti-junta sentiment.

Art critic Eleni Vakalo explains that the junta didn’t exploit the visual arts because they failed to understand the significance of form in visual art. This ignorance allowed artists, critics, and gallery owners to use art as a vehicle for messages from form to symbol, in ways that couldn’t easily be accused of undermining the regime. Thus, a communication code with the public was established, gradually understood as an art of resistance.

Aristovoulos Manesis, professor of constitutional law, explains the junta’s fixation on legality, despite abolishing legality, attempting to appear legitimate in any way possible. He describes how the regime sought to win citizen consent through the constitution, aiming for popular approval or at least tolerance. He discusses the constitutions of the dictatorship, which functioned without ever being fully implemented, and recounts his own stance and his address to law students in Thessaloniki during one of the first anti-junta gatherings in January 1968.

Film critic Vassilis Rafailidis analyzes the junta’s newsreels as visualized propaganda, with anti-communism as the core message and the goal of promoting national loyalty. Rafailidis highlights the regime’s promotion of disciplined, controlled living to its citizens. He explains that the main propaganda tool of the junta was speeches, both formal and informal, and he describes other propaganda tools as laughable, such as the parades of military valor, where Greek history is depicted as culminating in Grammos-Vitsi.

Rafailidis also discusses television, which was initiated and shaped by the junta, focusing mainly on how programming was structured, with most airtime given to non-ideological shows, especially football. He briefly touches on cinema and the patriotic films made during the seven-year period.

Throughout the program, photographs, audio recordings, and front-page images of the time are presented, along with excerpts from junta newsreels, particularly from speeches by dictator Georgios Papadopoulos, and from military valor parades held at the Panathenaic Stadium.

23:00  |   Nikos Xylouris and Three Poems - Ert Archive   

Production date: 2004
A documentary tribute that chronicles the life and work of the lyre player and singer Nikos Xylouris, painting his portrait through excerpts from his own interviews, concert moments, and testimonies of people who lived close to him, with central figures being his wife Ourania and his brother Antonis Xylouris (Psarantonis).

Enhanced by the narration of three poems by Alexis Aslanoglou, the documentary follows the significant artist's major life events, including his birthplace, the village of Anogeia in Rethymno, Crete, Heraklion, and Athens, where he settled during the period of the dictatorship, connecting his journey with the anti-dictatorship struggle and his influence on the Polytechnic uprising with his voice and character. The documentary also touches upon the beginning of his career, his first song written at a young age titled "The Strong Hearts Don't Cry," and his early musical appearances in Heraklion. It also explores his relationship with Cretan tradition and music, his personal experiences growing up in Crete, and his feelings about his place of origin, while shedding light on elements of his personality, combined with the authenticity and purity that resonated in his voice.

His musical journey in Athens was marked by his collaboration with Giannis Markopoulos in the works "Rizitika" (1971) and "Chroniko" (1969) with lyrics by K. H. Myris, as well as their joint performances in the bouzouki clubs of Plaka, including "Ledra." Narratives from friends and collaborators describe his presence in the Athenian clubs, the bouzouki clubs in Plaka, such as "Archondissa" and "Themelio," concerts, and his performance at the "Athenaeum" theater in the play "Our Big Circus" in 1973, for which Kostas Kazakos and Iakovos Kampanellis speak. His daughter, Rinio Xylouri, reads the impressions of Masaki Tamura, director of Tokyo Radio, who traveled to Greece in 1973 to find Nikos Xylouris. His artistic career came to an end with his death in 1980 at the age of 44 when he lost his battle with cancer. Nikos Xylouris is also discussed by Tasos Goudelis, Kostas Georgousopoulos, Domna Samiou, Kostas Manioudakis, and many others.

The entire documentary tribute is accompanied by songs performed by Nikos Xylouris, including lyrics by Erotokritos. It features archival film material, such as clips from the concert of Stavros Xarchakos in 1978 at Mount Lycabettus, excerpts from the play "Our Big Circus" (1973), as well as audio documents from the program of the bouzouki club "Ledra."

"Time Machine" is a show that creates documentaries about historical events and people. It also presents tributes to artists and journalistic investigations on social issues that have strongly concerned Greek society in the past. 

The show is a vehicle for exciting journeys into the past that shaped the history and culture of the country. The creators gather materials, personal testimonies, and forgotten documents about the protagonists and supporting characters of the topics.


«The dead of the 1973 Athens Polytechnic Uprising and the Junta snipers» 
"Time Machine" with Christos Vasilopoulos presents the dead of the Polytechnic Uprising and the junta's snipers. 

The show reveals the secret plan of the junta, which trapped the entire area with snipers and bloodshed at the Polytechnic.

Through testimonies and documents, the journalistic investigation separates myth from reality and sheds light on the list of victims compiled by Prosecutor Dimitris Tsevas after the fall of the junta.

The show's camera was at the exact points where the snipers were indiscriminately shooting and with the help of eyewitnesses, TIME MACHINE pieces together the puzzle of the massacre.

In this television autopsy, the role of the Ministry of Public Order at the time is highlighted, where the rooftop served as a vantage point for gunmen. Even today, you can see traces of the shots in the nearby streets. Doctors Manolis Mylonakis and Panagiotis Mavromatis, who provided first aid to the wounded, speak about the victims who were bleeding at the entrance of the building on Averof Street. In fact, they present a rare historical document: the blood-stained shirt of a young man who was shot in the back.

"Time Machine" unravels the mystery behind a series of historical photographs that show bloodied men in front of the main gate of the Polytechnic. The investigation located them and, with the help of their relatives, documented that they had been shot by regime snipers.

Central to the investigation are the doctors who treated the wounded and confirmed the deaths of many protesters. Kostas Charonis, the director of the Surgical Clinic at Rethymno General Hospital, describes in great detail the cases he operated on. One of the people he saved speaks in the show and shows the bullet he had removed.

Defense and civil action lawyers in the Polytechnic trial in 1975 describe what they saw and heard in the courtroom about the Polytechnic victims.

The program features the psychiatrist Manolis Mylonakis, doctors Panagiotis Mavromatis, Antonia Charitou, and Kostas Charonis, eyewitnesses Melpo Lekatsa, Michalis Besis, Giorgos Oikonomou, and Emmanouil Maroufidis, as well as the relatives of the victims: Giannis Komninos, Anthi Myrogianni, Manolis Karamanis, Theofanis Theodoras, Alexandros Koubos, and Markos Karamanis.

Furthermore, lawyers Fotis Kouvelis and Ioannis Katsieris, along with journalists Mimis Tofexis, Giorgos Philippakis, Thodoris Kaloudis, and Paul Vittoroulis, provide insights and information related to the events.

Their testimonies are small fragments that make up the parchment of the micro-history of Greece. A story experienced through multiple lives..

Their memories are precious not only because they are the last survivors of a painful period in history, but because they have shaped a new life, with scarce emotions and a plundered inner world. 

The documentary consists of 4 independent episodes and apart from personal narratives, it uses unpublished photographs, videos, documentary testimonies and academic analyses.


«Victory of life over death» 
Episode: 4 
In this episode, the last act of the drama plays out. The occupiers, just before they leave, savagely exterminate every resistance attempt in Kalavryta, in Valta, in Chortiatis, and wherever else they meet it, in Greece.

The girl who survives the burnt school in Kalavryta, together with the little girl in Valta, Chalkidiki, who saw her brother killed by traitors in front of her eyes, and the 9-year-old girl who hid among the corpses of the dead in her grandfather's bakery in Chortiatis, are connected with the same strength for life.

Women give the final kiss to their dead husbands, and fathers to their dead sons and are called to rise again in order to build a new life throughout the death. They succeed, but they wear the black of death on their clothes and souls for the rest of their lives.

The joy of Liberation transforms the days into a universal celebration and all the hidden strength is poured out, defeating the accumulated fear that paralyzed souls and bodies. But the joy lasted only these first few days...

Where do Greeks stand on the issue of holidays from 1951 until today? The holidays have always been something children and adults spend the whole year waiting for. Holidays mean freedom, as well as discovering people, places, and ultimately ourselves. Greeks have the privilege of living in a country where the global population dreams of having their holidays. However, since the end of the war and until the holidays became a part of our lives, much has happened. This journey, the various trends, and the way Greeks have enjoyed their holidays throughout time are presented in interviews and fascinating stories of different men and women. The 12th episode of the documentary series “Pop Hellas” features the holidays of Greeks over the last 70 years through interviews, archival footage, and modern infographics, showing significant information and statistics. They thrived in the heartlands of the Greek diaspora and, through their generous benefactions, supported the newly founded Greek state—its national center—as well as their places of origin. They built strong communities in Alexandria, Odessa, Vienna, Nizhyn, Livorno, Marseille, Constantinople, and beyond. They forged networks, dominated trade and financial exchanges. Astute, innovative, daring, resourceful, and deeply patriotic, they belonged to a cosmopolitan bourgeoisie that traversed the vast borders of three great empires of their time, in pursuit of opportunity, trade routes—and the wealth that comes with bold journeys to unknown cities, foreign cultures, and different faiths.

The National Benefactors—the Great Benefactors—constitute a vital, albeit relatively underappreciated, chapter of modern Greek history. The Zosimas Brothers, Kaplannis, Arsakis, the Zappas Brothers, Dombolis, Sinas, Tositsas, Stournaris, Averoff, the Benakis, Choremis family, Maraslis, Varvakis, Syngros, Pantos, Harokopos, Aiginetis, and many others left behind a monumental legacy—shaping the capital of the modern Greek state, their native Ioannina, and the cities where they lived and prospered. They made education their foremost priority. They funded schools, churches, girls’ academies, libraries, soup kitchens, hospitals. They believed in and actively supported national rebirth. They championed the Enlightenment. And in a later phase—after the establishment of the modern Greek state—their donations extended beyond education. They contributed to vital infrastructure, to correctional institutions, to the care of the impoverished. To the pursuit of civic modernization. To the advancement of culture. The lives and journeys of these benefactors—lives rich in adventure and vision—become a magnifying lens through which we may reread and rediscover the modern history of Hellenism.

This is the aim of the new ERT documentary series, “Diaspora – Communities – Benefactors: From me to the we”. A true investigation in depth into the revealing, often overlooked, chapter of Greek Benefaction. From the 18th century through the collapse of empires, into the era of emerging nation-states, through the postwar years and into the age of modern institutional philanthropy. The series is directed by journalist and award-winning filmmaker Nikos Megrelis, with the script and journalistic research undertaken by Erifili Maroniti, a journalist specializing in culture, networking, and institutional development. Matoula-Sideri Tomara, Associate Professor at Panteion University, serves as the series’ academic advisor. The camera journeys through the once-thriving Greek communities of Odessa, Alexandria, Vienna, Bucharest, Nizhyn, and Constantinople, capturing the legacy of major benefactions that still endure in those places—while unearthing documented evidence and previously unknown archival material.

The series engages in conversation with the few surviving descendants of great benefactor families. It seeks the living thread of Hellenism in the present. Each episode unfolds with a focus on a single central figure. The narrative begins by exploring the broader historical and social landscape in which the benefactor emerged—his place of origin, his often unpredictable migrations, the cities he settled in. It strays, at times, into the lives and events that played a pivotal role—many of them until now unknown. It traces and reveals Greek roots and distant ancestries behind foreign-sounding names—now altered—of renowned figures in global culture and economy. The series follows the remarkable ascent of these benefactors, both socially and economically. It sheds light on the communities that shaped them, the obstacles they faced, and the unexpected turns of their adventurous lives—where the collective meets the individual, and the personal journey mirrors the national struggle for statehood, identity, and consciousness.

The journalistic research underpinning the series is scientifically documented and rigorously sourced. Across its sixteen documentary episodes, the series features dozens of interviews with professors, academics, specialized researchers, and other experts. It draws on both original visual material and rich archival footage to illuminate the many facets of benefaction—a multifaceted phenomenon where history meets geography, economy intersects with politics, archives converse with private collections, the humble coexists with the exalted, and the origins of things challenge long-standing stereotypes. Where war gives way to peace, where the arts meet scholarship, poverty confronts wealth, and benefaction finds its true meaning in those who are in need. All of this unfolds within a world where borders, consciousness, perceptions, and identities are in constant flux.

What would Athens, what would Ioannina, and so many other cities be without their Benefactors? Could it be that modern Greek history holds radiant chapters of education, thought, and enlightenment in centuries and eras we have yet to fully imagine? Could it be that the Greeks are the people with the most far-reaching diaspora?
